• Teen Vocal Ensemble: This group of 16 will be an older, more advanced 
chorus (ages 14+ or, 8th graders previously in Singers) similar to the 
Center Stage Singers.  Repertoire will include Broadway, Holiday, Pop 
and Classical, most often in 2-3 part harmony.  Will rehearse Wednesdays 
7:15 - 8:15.
